5/6V is undertaking an Enterprise Project to help engage them with financial literacy 

components of the syllabus. For this project they are creating a business partnership with fellow 

students within the class for a market day. The students within their partnerships have undertaken 

market research by surveying other classes from their target market. They will be submitting a 

business plan which will include how they intend to fund their business, what price they will be 

selling their product or service for and an estimate of the profits they are expecting.
